Personalising your sponsorship page

Go to the Action Medical Research website at http://www.action.org.uk
1. At the top right of the page, click Sign in.  If it says Logout at the top right you are already logged in and can click the My account link at the top right and skip to step 3.

2. At the login screen enter your email address and the password you set when registering. If you can’t remember your password you can use the forgotten password function to reset your password.

3. Once logged in you should be redirected to the My account page. Click the Edit page/upload images link next to your sponsorship page.
4. This will take you to the editing screen for your sponsorship page.
Using the editor you can modify your appeal text.
Below the appeal box you can upload images to your account; this is limited to 10 images. To upload an image browse to the image on your computer, then click the Upload button.  Once the image thumbnail is shown, you can modify the caption text which will appear below the image.
You can also set your offline amount for any sponsorship money that is paid offline (i.e. not on the website). 
5. Once you have made all the changes you wish to your sponsorship page, scroll down and click the Save button.

You will then be taken to your updated sponsorship account. When you are logged in and viewing your sponsorship page you will have an additional block on the right hand side of the page which gives you quicker access to modify your account.

Automatically tweet every time you are sponsored
You can configure your sponsorship page to automatically send a tweet from your Twitter account every time you are sponsored online.
Just click the Grant access button and follow the instructions.

This can be turned off at any point through your fundraising page or on Twitter under your applications by revoking the Action Medical Research applications permissions.
